Manual Volunteer – Show Week
Background:  Caerwys Agricultural Show Committee is made up of voluntary members mainly from the local community.  We strive to promote a greater understanding of agriculture and its many facets and to provide a fun day out for all the family.  We endeavour to promote the rural and agricultural environment that many of us live and work in.  The committee meets once a month throughout the year at Llys y Goron Community Centre, Caerwys, in order to prepare for the annual show day on the second Saturday in June.  New committee members are always welcome.
Outline Duties: There are opportunities for individuals with a variety of skills to assist in the setting up of the show field and facilities and the subsequent dismantling of facilities after show day.  Volunteers would be given basic training, any necessary equipment and full instructions to carry out tasks.  Volunteers are allocated to, and supported by, a senior committee member in the first instance.
Main Duties:   Volunteers would have opportunity to use a variety of tools, equipment, machinery and vehicles in assisting in setting up the show.  A range of skills is beneficial where volunteers have experience in engineering skills, fencing skills, general maintenance and general duties.
After the show day the duties may include tasks such as dismantling fencing and equipment, litter collection, repacking equipment away into storage facilities.
